elected to Shelby County, Tennessee School Board of Education in 1998 and served as chairman for twelve years. He was 
the 2009 Tennessee School Boards Association President and remains a member of the TSBA Executive Board. David was 
elected as Southern Region Director for the National School Boards Association in July 2008. In April 2013, David became 
the President of the National School Boards Association. He has twice been honored as Tennessee School Board Member of 
the Year.
