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Since joining the Cub Scouts in 1986, I have seen Scouting change and evolve in many ways. This, of 
course, doesnôt hold a candle to the changes we have seen since Scouting was founded 110 years ago.  
While many changes have been questioned or challenged, the evolution of Scouting is inevitable. Like any 
organization that has been around for over a century, Scouting has endured hardships but has found a way 
to persevere.   

During this past month and a half, Scouting has faced a challenge like it has never 
seen before. How do you provide a program for young people that is best 
implemented in a group setting, while under a shelter in place restriction? How do 
you get young people outdoors when nonessential businesses and camps are closed 
to the public? How do Scouts earn community service hours when they are asked 
not to leave their house? How can a young person show leadership to others when 
large gatherings are restricted and social distancing prohibits young people from 
getting together? 

While there is no clear answer to these questions, I have been humbled by the 
efforts of leaders, parents, and Scouts to adapt and evolve. Since the initial impact 
of COVID-19, I have seen virtual Scout meetings, virtual roundtables, online Merit 
Badges, and even Scouts finding a way to do community service from home. I 
have seen stories of Scouting nationwide from playing taps to honor victims of the Coronavirus, to making 
masks for essential workers and people in the community.   

The Golden Spread Council is here to support all Scout Leaders and Parents. We will continue to provide 
resources on the front page of our website at www.goldenspread.org and on our Facebook page.  We are 
sharing best practices from other Councils, from the National Office, and have begun providing online 
programing locally by staff and volunteers. We are preparing for Summer Camp and rescheduling activities 
while keeping the safety of our community as our top priority.   

I canôt think of time that the values of Scouting have been more valuable.  Be Prepared.  Physically Strong.  
Mentally Awake.  Morally Straight.  The more that people learn to live by these values, the better off we 
will be as a community.  Thank you to all the parents, leaders, and young people working to find a way to 
keep Scouting going during this unprecedented time.
